NEW OUTBREAKS OF HPAI

› 7 June, Hierden IV, A farm with 7000 parent
ducks. Sudden egg drop. In 1 km area 3 other
farms. 3km non and in the 10km 17.

› 11 June, result from screening two farms 
found positive for HPAI.

– Hierden V, 100.000 meat ducks. Was also infected in Feb.

– Hierden VI, 6.000 meat ducks and 8.300 laying hens.

› 15 June, Tzum II, a farm with 166.000, 48 day
old broilers. Typical clinical symptoms. Acute 
death of 200 chickens, purple heads and
wattles in only one of the 6 stables. In the 3km 
are 2 other poultry farms and in the 10km 13.

› 17June, Biddinghuizen a farm with 16.000 84 
weeks old organic laying hens. In the 3km zone 
is 1 other poultry farms and in the 10km 29

› 5 July, sudden increase of dead animals on a 
hobby poutry farm with approx 600 birds. No 
other farms in the 10km zone. In the 10km 
zone lies a zoo.

All commercial keepers must house their birds and report 
increased poultry mortality earlier. All private keepers 
must shield their risk birds. 

Since June 28, the measures for the housing of poultry 
have been lifted due to reduced risk of HPAI infection in 
the regions (in green).
