In principle, the European Union and its Member States are not against the use of concern
forms in the CCRVDF work. However, there appears to be no real need for such forms
because of the low number of MRLs that CCRVDF has to deal with at any one time. The
situation is different in CCPR which has each time a large number of MRLs on its agenda
because of the high number of pesticide/commodity combinations. To speed up the process,
CCPR had to introduce the concept of concern forms. In CCRVDF, when countries have
problems with proposed MRLSs, they have ample opportunities to bring them forward with
necessary explanations on a case-by-case basis. There is thus no need to create an
additional layer of procedures for the CCRVDF work by introducing the concept of
concern forms.
