1. Technical implementation of the programme

1.1 Description and evaluation of the evolution of the epidemiological situation, the technical

implementation of the activities foreseen under the programme and the cost-effectiveness of

the programme.

No AI positive findings were confirmed during 2019 either in poultry holdings or in wild birds. Last AI case

was reported on 23/3/2017 in a backyard holding in the regional unit of Kozani in northern Greece.

 

During this period veterinary authorities focused on checking the biosecurity measures in place on poultry

farms and on implementing the AI surveillance programme in poultry. Emphasis was given in

establishments located in northern Greece due to the increased number of outbreaks in Bulgaria

With regard to wild birds, it should be noted that according to people engaged with them in the field

(ornithologists, hunters, environmentalists etc.), no cases of massive deaths or unexplained behaviors were

noticed in their habitats.

1.2 Details on the level of achievement of the targets set in the approved programme and

technical difficulties.

By comparing the annual results and the targets set in the approved programme, the level of achievement

in poultry can be considered satisfactory and within the range of expectations given the lack of personnel

and funds. The percentage level of achievement per poultry category is as follows:

 -Laying Hens: 80%
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-Chicken Breeders: 93%

-Other (Poultry reared and sold for use as backyard flocks): 90%

-Fattening turkeys:86 %

-Broilers at risk (free range/organic): 86%

-Farmed game birds (gallinaceous): 61 %

-Free range / Organic laying hens: 78 %

-Ratites: 29%

-Turkey breeders: 66%

For the most important poultry categories in terms of production and number of holdings the programme

was executed more or less as planned. Large discrepancies between targets set and targets achieved

concerned poultry categories with a relative small number of holdings mainly located in low risk areas.

With regard to wild birds, it should be noted that according to people engaged with them in the field

(ornithologists, hunters, environmentalists etc.), no cases of massive deaths or unexplained behaviors were

noticed in their habitats in 2018. This fact along with the reduced public awareness due to the absence of

AI outbreaks led to a significant decrease of wild birds delivered to the veterinary authorities.
