Description, objectives and for eseen results of the implementing measures

international organizations active in the field being the sole bodies in position to
implement the activities, meet the objectives, and deliver the expected results of the
grants.

Support to scientific activities to enhance the efficiency and reiability of
surveillance for Pine wood nematode in particular in the buffer zone in Portugal

The pinewood nematode is a microscopic worm, native to North America, where the
pine trees are generally resistant to it. European pine species are highly susceptible,
though, and spread of the pest in Europe could have devastating effects for European
pine forests, with severe impact on the natural environment and forestry.

Currently, this nematode is causing severe damage to Portuguese forestry and it
could threaten European forestry and trade, in case it spreads out of Portugal and into
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the rest of Europe. Support to the Portuguese authorities for scientific activities to
enhance surveillance for Pine wood nematode is essential in order to stop the pest
from spreading.

Objective: Determine when sampling pine trees at breast height must be
complemented by sampling in other parts of the tree including the crown.

Expected results: Conclusion on whether sampling at breast height can be used
reliably in Portugal to confirm the absence of Pine wood nematode in the Buffer
zone.

OIE global conferences, regional seminars and development of an e-learning
platform

The World Organisation for Anima Heath (OIE) is an intergovernmental
organisation responsible for improving animal health worldwide. In order to improve
the animal health status worldwide and consequently lower the animal diseaserisk in
the EU, it is important that the EU approach to animal health and welfare be shared
with all member countries of the OIE and that the EU actively supports conferences,
training seminars and meetings and activities organised by the OIE in order to
promote the Union's animal health and welfare policy at the occasion.

Global conferences of the OIE on biological threat reduction, on elimination of dog-
mediated rabies and on veterinary education and veterinary statutory bodies; regiona
seminars for OIE focal points of Europe for animal welfare, communication, food
safety, veterinary laboratories, aguatic animals and wildlife diseases; development of
an e-learning platform for National Focal Points for Animal Disease Notification to
the OIE (WAHIS).

Objective: Share the EU approach to animal health and welfare and veterinary public
health with all members of the OIE through the promotion of the Union's policy at
conferences, training seminars and meetings and activities organised by the OIE.
Consequently, to improve the animal health, welfare and veterinary public health
status worldwide and lower therisk in the EU.

Expected results: Increased awareness and approximation with the Union's animal
health and welfare policy, and improved animal health and welfare standards in
neighbouring countries and throughout the OIE region of Europe, thus lower risk of
animal disease incursion in the EU.

Financial contribution towardsthe EuUFMD Trust Fund

Financial contribution towards the EUFMD Trust Fund managed by the FVO is with
the purpose to assist the campaign against foot-and-mouth disease (FMD) outside the
Union. EUFMD Trust Fund has established a strategic plan comprising four pillars.

The first pillar aims at the improvement of readiness for FMD crisis management in
member countries, including the development of a frame of European experts in
FMD crisis management through real-time training, support for contingency
planning, development of decision support tools for disease control managers and a
programme for the development of an early warning and disease management system
in the Balkan region.

The second pillar aims at the reduction of risks to member countries from the FMD
situation in the European neighbourhood through the progressive control of FMD in
neighbouring regions, mainly the areas bordering Turkey and Isragl but aso the
countries in the North of Africa.
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The third pillar aims at the promotion of the global strategy of progressive control of
FMD through expert support to FAO and OIE agreed activities.

The fourth pillar includes a mechanism for emergency response to a FMD crisis in
the European neighbourhood, which could include the supply of emergency vaccines
to regions that represent arisk to member countries.

Expenditure incurred by the Trust Fund from 1 September 2015 until 31 August
2019 shall be reimbursed annually.

Objective: Co-financing assistance to implementation of control measures and
training to enhance preparedness within the members of EUFMD and in neighbouring
countries.

Expected results: Improved preparedness of EU Member States and non-EU
European members of EUFMD for the control and eradication of foot and mouth
disease, and reduced risk of incursion into the EU.

Sanitary survey for detection of Norovirusin oysters

Following EFSA opinions on the risk related with the contamination by Norovirusin
oysters, options for improved virus controls for live bivave molluscs have been
considered by Member States (MS) at a series of working group meetings. One
potential control measure is the introduction of virus standards in oysters. However,
decisions on further steps have been hindered by a lack of standardised
representative data from MS on the prevalence, incidence and levels of Norovirus
contamination in oysters. EFSA have also identified this evidence gap, and have
recommended a harmonised baseline survey to generate robust data on the presence
of Norovirusin oystersin the EU.

The next step is an EU wide harmonised baseline survey carried out by the
authorities of the relevant MS.

Objective: Improved virus controls for detection of Norovirusin oystersin the EU.

Expected results: Collection of standardised representative data on the prevalence,
incidence and levels of Norovirus contamination in oysters.

Coordinated Control Plan for antimicrobial resistance (AMR) for 2016

Directive 2003/99/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council® provides that
Member States shall ensure that monitoring provides comparable data on the
occurrence of AMR in zoonotic agents and, in so far as they present a threat to public
health, other agents.

In 2011, the Commission introduced a 5-year action plan against AMR?. One of the
actionsisto strengthen surveillance systems on AMR and antimicrobial consumption
on animal medicine.

Objective: Co-financing of the coordinated control plan for antimicrobial resistance
monitoring which will include all Member States.

Expected result: Harmonized control plan for monitoring resistance in the food chain
in order to increase consumers confidence and assess evolution of resistance in the

Coordination of the authorisation requests for minor uses of plant protection
products for 2016

With regards to the minor uses of plant protection products, it is necessary to ensure
an effective coordination and information sharing among Member States and
stakeholders. This requires the setting up of a dedicated platform of EU experts on
minor uses in the field of plant health. The Commission submitted a report to the
European Parliament and to the Council on the establishment of a European fund for
minor uses in the field of plant protection products. The report concluded that the
Commission is ready to assist and to financially contribute in the short and medium
term to the creation of this project. First grant for the coordination of the
authorization requests for minor uses of plant protection products is aready being
implented from 15 April 2015 to 15 April 2016. The current action will constitute a
renewal of the grant for an additional year.

Objective: Co-financing with a grant of an EU coordination facility run by the
European and Metiterranean Plant Protection Organization (EPPO) with the
objective to get a coordinated approach in finding solutions for minor uses gaps in
the European Union.

Expected result: Coordinated activities leading to reduced minor uses gaps in plant
protection products, in order to ensure that the European farmer continues to be able
to produce high quality crops, by providing sufficient means and methods.
