Diflubenzuron was evaluated by JMPR in 1981 and reviewed in 2001 (T) and 2002(R).

In its peer review in 2015, EFSA identified a new concern related to the potential exposure to the metabolite and impurity 4-chloroaniline (PCA). Given the genotoxic properties of PCA identified on the basis of the confirmatory information, and given the carcinogenic properties of PCA and the absence of a threshold for acceptable exposure, EFSA found that the potential toxicological relevance of PCA needs to be further investigated.
