Pursuant to Articie 61 (1) of the Act of 11 March 2004 on protection of animal health
and eradtcalion of nlccetious animal diseases {Journal of Laws No 69, item 6233 it is hereby
ordained:

Article I. The Ordinance lays down a deailed method and mode of the eradication of
bovine tuberculosis, including:

{1} methed and mode of conduct in case of:

{a) suspicion of bovine tuberculosis,
(b} suspicion of bovine tuberculosis,
{2} eradication of the outbreaks of hovine {uberculosis;

(2) types of samples taken for diagnostic procedures and method of sampling and sending the
samples;

{3) measures used in eradication of bovine twberculosis:

{4) procedures for cleaning and disinfootion;

(5} conditions and methods of the re-introduction o animals to the holding;

{0) requirements indispensable for the recognilion of the territory of the Republic of Poland or
the region that is located on this territory as officially hovine tuberculosis-lree and a
detailed mode of this recognition;

Article 2. 1. The District Veterinary Otficer, after receiving a notification on suspicion
of occurrence of bovine tuberculosis, shall without delay undertake actions for detection or
exclusion of this disease.

2.The actions referred to in paragraph I, shall cover:

{1) epizooticlogical investigation;

(2} ¢clinical examination and post-mortem examination and, if it Is necessary, antopsy.

3. The District Veterinary Officer, il it 15 necessary, shall conduct a diagnostic test for
bovine tuberculosis or take samples for diagnostic tests, secure, mark and send them to
laboratory for the purpose of carrying out these tests.

4.The District Veterinary Officer until obtaining the results of diagnostic tests for bovine
tubereulosis shall cover a herd with official supervision, within which:

{17 all movement of animals fnlo or out of this herd shall be prohitiied uniess for the purpose

of slaughter without delay;
{2) isolation within the herd of the bovine amimals suspected of being infecied or sick shall be

ordered;
(3} other necessary actions aiming at prevention of the spread of bovine tuberculosts shall be

undertaken.

(¢) marking and isolation of bovine animals in a herd, in which the discase was conlirmed
and which obtained positive result in diagnostic test for bovine tuberculosis,

day when the cattle owner was notified of designation of the disease outbreak;

(2} once every three years, on a given territory, i cach ol subsequent tests, does not excecd
0.1 % of all bovine herds; next control tests may be carried out every four ycars, while:

(a} bovine animals introduced into herds on this territory shall obtain negative result in
individual tuberculin test,

{b) bovine carcases shall be examined for tuberculosis and all organs and ammal tissues
where the lesions occurred indicating the presence of bovine tubereulosis shall be
subject to diagnostic (ests.

Article 10, The Chief Veterinary Qfficer shall notily the European Commission of
meeting the requircments laid down in Article §.

TYPES OF SAMPLES AND METHOD OF SAMPLING AND SENDING THE

SAMPLES
1.For diagnostic cxaminations the following samples shail be taken:

{13 samples of lesions of organs and parenchymatous organs, such as: lungs, liver, spleen and
nearby lymph glands — in case of slaughter, death or killing of cattle which shown
positive result in tuberculin test;

(2 lymph glands: subesophageal, bronchial, intrapectorsl, supcrmammary, mandible angle,
mesaraic and glands of liver hilus — in case of lesions and slaughter of bovine animals
which shown positive resull in tuberculin test.

3.7. Tach sample of a taken material shall be packed and transported with extra
precantions taken.

3.For diagnoslic examinations samples of tissues of killed, slaughtered or dead cattle
shall be taken, When samples arc taken, special precautions shall be taken and peneral miles of
work safety and hygicne shall be applied.

4, The areas from which samples are taken:

{1} should not be disinfected becanse of possihility of inactivation of vires, even with a small
ameount of biogide product;

{2 shall be cleaned and irrigated with water containing no detergents or hiccide products.

5 The samples shall be taken with the use of clean, sterile and preferably disposable
instruments.

6.Each sample shall be placed in a solid, sterile, glass or plastic container, which has a
tight cover proteeting against leak of the content. The cover shall be fastened with the
watcrproof adhesive tape.

7.ARer closing of the container, its outside surface shall be disinfected and later rinsed
with elean water and dried.

£ Every container has a label with description of animal and its identification number,
type of sample, date and place whete it was taken, forename and surname and address of the
anitnal owner,

9. The place where infected materal was taken, alter the actiens arc finished shall be
cleaned and disinfected and the remaining parts of carcascs shall be removed in a way

preventing the spread of a discase.



10.The samples packed in the way specified in paragraph 6 shall be placed in the
containgr, solid carton or wooden box and transported to the laboratory in the temperature of
4 *C. Transport of frozen samples shall be allowed.
1 1.Every sample has an accompanying letter containing, among others:
{1} the name and address of the animal owner;
(2) the name, address and telephone numbcer of the District Velerinary Officer;
{3} scope and direction of diagnostic examinalions:
(4) antmal species;
{3} date of occurrence and description of clirical symptoms;
{6} descriptions of autopsy or post-mortem lesions.
12.0n the packaging referred to in paragraph 26 there shall be a waming and
information: Contagions material! 3o not open during transport!  In casc of emergeincy onc
shall comtact with (forename and surname, address and telephone of the receiver or the
sending District Veterinary Otficer provided as well as name and address of the laboratory).
13.5amples shall be sent directly to the laboratory as soon as possible. The laboralory
shall be informed about the expected term of delivery of the consignment.

ANNEX 01
CLEANING AND DISINFECTION PROCEDURES

L. Precantionary measnres
| Persons responsible for cleaning and disinfection procedures should:

(1} be trained in handling agents used for these procedures, alse in preparing the solutions
thereof

2) be equipped with protcctive plasses or masks, overalls or gloves and rubber shoes to
protcct them against bumns or peisoning with agents used in these procedures,
2.During performance of cleaning and dismfection procedures, work safety and hygiene

rules shall be observed.

II. Cleaning

1.Cleaning shall mean removing contaminated animal faeces and other substances which
may contain pathogens from premises where animals were kept, utilily rooms or warchouses,
runways and the surroundings of the buildings and their destruction.

2.Cleaning shall be carried out with the use of:
{13 physical means — manual tools, mechanical equipment or water under pressure;
(2) btocide products specified in the regulations on biecide products.

3 Cleaning shall be carried according to a following order:

(1} initially, after removal of bovine amimals, fallen slock or carcases, the place were they
were kepl shall be spread with biocide product of such concentration as used during
washing and disinfection , the used disinfectant must remain on the surface for a peried
indicated by the product producer;

a)a ceiling, the walls, the floors, as well as windows and doors in the premises were the cattle
was housed, shall be cleaned;

{b) mangers, troughs, ladders and pens, a5 well as cquipment, ohjects and instruments which
were in contact with animals and protective wear and shoes of persons who handled
animals shall be cleaned,

{4} bedding on the paddocks shall be cleaned;

{5) solid dirt or bovine manure shall be collected and dispesed;

{(6) wooden objects, especially mangers, troughs, pens and floors as well as other abjects shall
be burmt in the designated arca of the holding, if it i8 impossible w clean and disinfect
them tn a successful way.



1L Drisinfection

i.Cleaning shall be carried outl with the use of:

(1} physical means, including burning of wooeden equipment, firing of metal equipment, use
of hol water or steam;

(2) biocide products specificd in the regulations on biocide products;

{3} biological means (with mitrification baclena); used to disinfcet manure and Liquid manwre.,
2 Disinfection of mapure shall be carried out in the following way:

(1} in the area of a holding where bovine tuberculosis was confirmed, close to the livestock
housing on compael soil, guite impermeable, there shall be a place designated for a
mound with manure of 2 m width;

(2} the bottom of the mound shall be inlaid with wrap, and then:

(a) a layer of non-infected manure shall he put on it (preferably from equines or bovine
animals),
(b) infceted manure shall be piled up Lo form a conc shape not higher than 1.5 m from the
surface of the ground,
{c)shall be covered with bedding and the layer of soil , at least 20 cm thick,
{d) shall be rinsed with biocide product and lelt for a period of at lcast 21 days.
3.Unfermented and fermented liquid manure shall be disinfected in the foliowing way:

(1) blocide product shall be added to the container with unfermented or fermented liquid
manure;

(2) biocide product shall be mixed with unfermented or fermented liquid manure;

3} the content of the container, covered in advance so as to prevent access by animals,
cspecially insects and birds, shall be Ieft for at least 21 days.

4.5. In the outbreak of bovine tuberculosis, as well as in front of every drive in and drive
out, entrance and cxit of the holding suspected of being infected with the disease or from
premises where animals are housed, (he disinfection mals shall be placed.

5. The dimensions of the mats referred to in paragtaph 4 shall be:

(1) the length should not be shorter than:

{a) a size of the higgest wheel of & vehicle driving in or out — in case of the mats placed in
front of drive in or drive out,
b} 1 meter — in case of mats placed in front of entrances and exits;

(2) width should be not fess than:

(&) width of" a drive in or drive out - in case of the mats placed in front of drive tn or drive
cut,
(b) width of the entrance or exit - in case of mats placed in front of entrances and exits.

6.7. Persons who had contact with catile infecied with bovine wuberculosis or suspeeted
of this discase and with equipmeni used in handling bovinc antmals, before lcaving the area
were animals are housed or the holding, should ciean and disinfect hands, clothes and shoes
using hiocide products.

7. Means of transport, equipment and other objects which had comtact with infected
bovine animals or bovine animals suspected of being infectcd with tuberculosis and remained
in the cutbreak of this disease, before leaving the holding, are subject to cleaning and
disinfection with biccide produets.

8. Mesans of transport, containers and equipment shall be cleancd and disinfected aficr
trangport of
{1) animals from the cutbreaks of the discase, or
{2} materials from the animals from the oulbreaks of the discase, or
{(3) materials and substances which had contact svith animals from the outbreak of a disease.

9. Places of loading of infected anirals shall be cleaned and disinfected afler the loading

is completed.



10. On separate stages of bovine tuberculosis eradication the following types of

disinfeetion shall take place:

1} preventive, carried out to protect animals against this discase;

2) current , carried out in the presence of animals when bovine tubereulosis is suspected or
confirmed,

3} initial, carmied out after animals or {allen stock are removed from the helding;

{4) (inal, carried owt after final cleaning and assuming that the outbreak of discase is
cradicated.

11. Dnsinfection with biocide product shall be carried out 1-2 times a day in the holding,
which was suspected of being infected with bovine wbereulosis.

12. After removal of animals or fallen siock from the outhreak of bosine tuberculosis the
following actions shall be carried oul in the places were animals were housed, slaughiered,
killed or subject to autopsy:

{1} cleaning — with vse ol physical means;
{2} disinfection - with use of biocide product.

13. Before the outbreak of the bovine tubcrculosiz s recopnized as eradicated, under
supervision of the District Veterinary Officer, final cleaning and disinfection shall be carried
out in the premises for housing bovine animals and other places were they stayed.

14, Biocide products shall be used in the following way:

(1) in preventive disinfection — 0.5 | of solution of this product for 1 m” of spacc or according

1o producer’s guidelines;

{2) in disinfection of infected cnvironment — 1 1 ol solution of this product for 1 m” of space
or accerding to producer’s guidelines;
