BSE

The examination of the bovines for the BSE is carried out in Romania with the application of the provisions
of the art. 6, indent 1 according to Annex Ill, Chapter A paragraph | no.2 and 3 of Regulation 999/2001
regarding the establishing of the prevention, control, eradication rules of some transmissible spongiform
encephalopathies.

In Romania between 1 January - 31 December 2018 there were examined for BSE a number of 132544
bovines which had a negative result at the BSE test.

The results of the active and passive surveillance activity for BSE, the monitoring of the bovine flocks, the
clinical and laboratory investigations undertaken up to the present did not show the presence of bovine
spongiform encephalopathy in Romania.

The number of healthy bovine slaughtered tested has increased, the number of risk animals tested
increased brearing in mind that targets were set to be reached by each county and checks were performed
each month in order to reach the targets set out at the beginning of the year.

TSE

The examination of ovines and caprines to identify the presence of scrapia is carried out in Romania
according to the provisions of Article 6, paragraph 1 according to Annex Ill Chapter A paragraph Il, no. 2, 3,
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4 and 5 of Regulation No 999/2001 regarding the establishing of the prevention, control and eradication
rules of some transmissible spongiform encephalopathies.

During 1 January - 31 December 2018 the disease was notified in 13 counties, being found 37 outbreaks in
which 206 diagnosed and confirmed cases were registered.

We are still facing problems with the collection of fallen stock from backyards farms, situation which
conducts to a lower sampling from eligible fallen stock., but still there is an improvement of the situation.
