Due to high effort and sustainable measures ASF was and still is being gradually diminished
in many areas in DEU

Sustaining limitation to a small affected area after introduction via migrating wild boar in
Eastern parts of DEU was achieved for years

High risk area after new introduction by jump to HE demarkated

Implementation of White Zones — trapping started

No further outbreaks in domestic pig establishments in HE since July 31%t, 2024 and in RP
since August 15%, 2024 for three months

No ASF in wild boar surrounding ASF single outbreak establishment in RP, epidemiological
investigations conclusive

One single outbreak in kept wild boar in HE with no threat of spreading to domestic pig
establishments

Surveillance and biosecurity in pig establishments / wild boar / hunting are in place
