According to Article 26 (c) (1) of Directive 2001/18/EC of European Parliament and of
the Council of 12 March 2001 on the deliberate release into the environment of
genetically modified organisms and repealing Council Directive 90/220/EEC, last
amended by Directive (EU) 2015/412 of the European Parliament and of the Council of
11 of March 2015, amending Directive 2001/18/EC, the Republic of Slovenia demands
to adjust the geographical scope of the authorization of the genetic modification GA21
by excluding the totality of the territory of Republic of Slovenia to ensure that growing
of genetically modified maize GA21is not allowed in the territory of Republic of
Slovenia.
