Opinion of the SVC on five Decisions – prolonging the measures in place: 
a) in France, draft Decision 2001/250/EC26 valid until 12 April 2001, in

response to the new outbreak of FMD as notified on 23 March 2001. The
dispatch from France of live animals of susceptible species, of non-treated
meat, meat products, milk, milk products, semen embryos and ovae is
prohibited. Also, provided no new outbreak is notified as of 2 April 2001,
and provided the epidemiological surveys carried out conclude that no virus
is circulating in suspected holdings and in the protection and surveillance
zones in place, the Commission will decide to revise the above measures
to the effect that they will be restricted to:

      - a prohibition of movements of live susceptible animals from the
“Départements” of Seine et Marne, Seine-Saint-Denis and Val D’oise;

      - a prohibition of trade movements of live susceptible animals from the rest
of France;

      - a prohibition of the dispatch from Seine et Marne, Seine-Saint-Denis of
meat, meat products, milk, milk products, semen embryos and ovae, with
the exception of products obtained before 16 February 2001 and of
products which have been subjected to a treatment.

b) in Ireland, draft Decision 2001/267/EC27 prolonging the restrictions for
Ireland until 19 April 2001.

c) in The Netherlands, draft Decision 2001/262/EC28 prolonging the
restrictions for  The Netherlands until 6 April 2001.

d) in the UK, draft Decision 2001/268/EC29, further prolonging the protective
measures in place with respect to outbreaks in the UK until 19 April 2001
and lifting the ban on the dispatch of meat, meat products, milk, milk
products, semen, embryos and ovae originating from susceptible species
from Northern Ireland, while leaving it in place for the Newry and Mourne
districts of Northern Ireland’s Armagh County where a FMD case was
detected late February. All exports of live animals from Northern Ireland
remain prohibited.

e) draft Decision 2001/263/EC30,  valid until 12 April 2001, further clarifying
the rules restricting the movement of live animals in all Member States
other than the UK. In case of the trade of live animals, notification of the
authorities of destination by the authorities of dispatch has to be given at
least 24 hours before the transport takes place. In case live animals are
brought from farm to farm, or from farm to slaughterhouse via an
assembly centre, the animals must have resided in the holding of
dispatch within the previous 30 days. Animals brought from a farm to a
slaughterhouse need not fulfil this requirement.

vaccination of endangered species in zoos, as listed on the red list laid
down by the international Union for the Conservation of Nature.
Vaccination is only permitted when an outbreak of FMD has been
confirmed within 25 kilometres of a zoo. Competent authorities may
extend this vaccination to other animals such as extremely rare breeds
or animals used for irreplaceable and important research work. Such
animals may not be traded between member states or enter the human
food chain.

The SVC agrees that in Ireland, measures will last until 19 April 2001 if no
new outbreaks are reported, and in France until 12 April.

The Commission concluded that this closed the book on the 2001 outbreak of
FMD in the EU, thanked the UK for its hard work over the previous 12 months,
and thanked the other members of the SVC for their support during the crisis.
