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National measures - Pigs

« Additional measures following the introduction of ASF
— All assemblies of pigs prohibited
— Only 1-1 transports of pigs (except to the slaughterhouse)
— No visitors allowed to pig farms if not needed
— All introduced pigs must pass quarantine

— Increased surveillance: no treatment of sick pigs without sampling for
ASF tests: 5 781 pigs tested on 1 234 pig farms: all negative!
