1. Adoption of the Agenda

4. Discussion and possible approval by the Sub Committee of a report on Classical Swine Fever
in Wild Boar

Rapporteur: Prof. Moennig

The sub committee examined in detail the draft report that had been circulated prior to the meeting. The comments sent
by Prof. Alexandersen where also taken into account.

Following discussion and several amendments to the draft report, the report was approved by the sub committee. The
amended document will go forward to the Plenary of the Scientific Committee on Animal Health and Animal Welfare
for discussion and possible adoption at its meeting on 23 June 1999.

5. Discussion and possible approval by the Sub Committee of a report on the inactivation of
viruses in blood
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Rapporteur: Prof. Van Oirschot
Prof. Van Qirschot explained the request for opinion at the origin of the paper. The present draft was an initial working
document and needed thorough discussion. Main points of discussion were the validation of methods aimed at

inactivating virus infectivity in blood while maintaining the serum properties. Comments sent by Dr. Ahl and Prof.
Alexandersen were also included in the discussion.

6. Progress on a report on the Revision of the annexes to Council Directive 64/432/EEC
Rapporteur: Dr. Gunn

Dr Gunn informed the members on the progress of the report. Some issues remained to be resolved and following this

the paper would be recirculated in the working group. The final draft should be ready for the next meeting of the
subcommittee.

7. Miscellaneous
