» Fix a data discrepancy (double counting) in HPAI NON-P weekly public notification



Other updates foreseen

« ADIS shares the platform with TRACES
* Main current version is 6.13 (version 6.13.0 was released on 2/12/2024)
« Current patch version is 6.13.5 (released 21/1/2025)
« "Patch" = limited but important changes / fixes without impact on structures / workflows

 During the forthcoming weeks / months, you may see more "patch" versions
6.13.N being released. They may, but don't necessarily have to, contain
changes for ADIS.

* Longer term: Migration of technical platform — version 8.0.0 - ongoing, but a
long and cumbersome process — Q27
