14. Food Irradiation
14.1. Consideration on 2-alkylcyclobutanones

The Commission’s legislative service explained the background of the request for an
evaluation by the Committee of a report on 2-alkylcyclobutanones (2-ACB)!. The
Secretariat also distributed a copy of a letter received from “Center for Food Safety”
and “Public Citizen”.

The Committee identified a number of issues in the report? that need further
clarification and evaluation as to the interpretation of the studies and their relevance
for the risk assessment of food irradiation. The Committee noted that the studies in the
report were not of the type usually required for the safety assessment of toxicological
effects from exposure to chemicals.

In the context of the on-going update of the SCF opinion on food irradiation expressed
in 1986, the Committee requested some members of the SCF, assisted by additional
experts in the field of irradiation, to further evaluate these and other studies on 2-ACB.
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
