« Having accounted for introduced infection:

The percentage of bovine herds confirmed as infected with tuberculosis has not
exceeded 0.1% per year of all herds for six consecutive years, and at least
99.9% of herds have achieved officially tuberculosis-free status each year for six
consecutive years
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 The cases of bovine tuberculosis identified since 2001 can be shown to have
been introduced and have neither established, nor recrudesced.

« The importation of bovines into the Isle of Man is subject to certification and
authorised only from OTF herds in EU Member States.

« There is both active and passive surveillance for bovine tuberculosis.

« Since the last OTF “status withdrawn” in April 2009, all farms have maintained
their OTF status, or re-achieved from “suspended” within the year.

« There is statutory legislation for bovine tuberculosis and for bovine
identification in accordance with current EU legislation.

Therefore, the IOM requests to be declared by the EU as an officially
tuberculosis free region of the United Kingdom (UK)
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
