Can the competent authority
of Member State ’C’ recognise a breed society/ breeding operation and
approve a breeding programme for the same breed/line and the same animals
be entered in the breeding book/ registered in the breeding register? Can any
of these breed societies/ breeding operations in Member State A, B or C issue
a zootechnical certificate for the same animal?

What about the application of the
conventional rate of duty for that animal (there will be no document issued by
the breed society indicating that this animal will be entered in the breeding
book)?

e Entry into the Union of consignments of germinal products not accompanied
by zootechnical certificates — experience of Member States.
