• In event of confirmation: 
• Official confirmation by the competent authority 

• Immediate disease control measures 

• Affected establishments and other locations 

• Establishment of restricted zones 

• Disease control measures in restricted zones 

• Operators' obligations regarding movements in restricted zones 

• Maintaining disease control measures in restricted zones 

• Wild animals 

• Restoration disease free status 

• Use of veterinary medicinal products (link to vaccination)
