• Member States may exempt certain low  risk aquaculture establishments from the requirement to be 

registered – identify those establishments 

• Member States may exempt certain aquaculture establishments from the requirement to keep records 

of all or some of the information listed in Article 186(1), points (c), (d) and (e) of the AHL – identify those 

establishments 

• Member States may exempt certain transporters from the requirement to keep records of all or some of 

the information listed in Article 188(1) of the AHL – identify those transporters
