Death of a kitten showing neurological symptoms –
28.10.2013
The kitten was found in the street in Argenteuil
Confirmation of rabies on a kitten by Institut Pasteur 
(genotype 1, Maroccan strain) – 30.10.2013

Investigations: 
Result of the investigations (by press release, survey of 
residents) to identify the origin and the itinerary of the cat

Kitten collected in Casablanca – 12.10.2013
Visit to a veterinarian surgeon who did not inform the 
owner on the rules related to movements of cats to  EU
Movement to France by plane – 13.10.2013
Residence in 3 different families – 13 to 28.10.201

Actions at the local level (1/2)

Activation of the crisis center in the 
département of Val d’Oise (conducted by the 
Prefet)
Communication to the public (2 press releases, 
information by documents in letter boxes, call 
center, etc…)
Definition of a surveillance and restricted area 
(1 km)
Definition of an investigation perimeter / 
reinforced zone
Census of the persons and animals in contact 
with the case



Investigation perimeter (yellow) / reinforced zone (red)



Actions at the local level (2/2)
Trapping of stray cats
Analysis of all animals with neurologic
symptoms and of all cadavers in the areas
Information of health professionnals : 
doctors, veterinarians, pharmacists
Organization of the surveillance of 
animals in the areas (7 veterinarian
surgeons involved)
Communication through media and with
professionnal magazines



Actions at central level
1 interministerial press release (agriculture/health)
Frequently asked questions, communication
Management of the treatment for the contact persons
6 conferences call between authorities involved
(Public health Institutes, references laboratories)
2 conferences calls with animal welfare organizations
Many technical contacts between central level and 
local level

Information of the CVO of Marocco
Notification via EWRS
Notification via OIE and ADNS
Information of Belgian and Swiss CVO
Information of the MSs through SCoFCAH and CVOs
meetings



Contact persons:
20 persons in contact with the kitten (15 under
treatment)
17 persons in contact with animals potentially
contaminated (4 under treatment)

On the whole area:
44 persons referred to an anti-rabies
treatment centre
20 persons under treatment

Animals: global results
Animals in contact with the kitten:

5 animals euthanized
Census and surveillance:

286 houses investigated on a total of 350
229 dogs and cats censed or recovered
25 animals euthanized
57 animals under surveillance during a 6-
month-period
14 cadavers recovered

Rabies analysis : all negatives
⇒ Absence of new cases at the end of the 

surveillance period



Animals : global results

Animals in contact with the kitten:
5 animals euhtanized

:Census and surveillance :
286 houses investigated on a total of 350
229 dogs and cats censed or recovered

25 animals euhtanized

57 animals under surveillance during a 6 month
period
14 cadavers recovered
