By the end of 2023, 93.4% of
our primary supply chains for
coffee, cocoa, meat, palm oil,
pulp and paper, soy and sugar
were assessed as deforestation-
free, according to Nestlé
standards. The decrease from
99.1% in 2022 is driven by two
factors: increasing the number
of commaodities in this indicator
and increasing the types of
ingredients covered within our
original commodities. In 2023,
we included coffee and cocoa
for which we have been
assessing deforestation risks for
less time. We have also
included, for the first time, some
ingredient derivatives such as
lecithin derived from soy.

100% deforestation-free supply
chains for meat, palm oil, pulp
and paper, soy and sugar by
2022 and we achieved 99.1%
for these raw materials by this
date. We remain committed to
working toward 100% for meat,
palm oil, pulp and paper, soy
and sugar, as well as

toward achieving 100%
deforestation-free supply
chains for cocoa and coffee by
2025.

In 2023, total water withdrawals
at Nestlé factories were 95.6
million m3 (versus 97.1 million
m3 in 2022).

We delivered an absolute
reduction of 7.6 million m3 of
water, exceeding our goal to
reduce water use in our factories
by 6 million m3 between 2021
and 2023.

During 2023, we measured our
factories’ water performance in
the following ways:

— Total water withdrawn from
surface water (5.0 million m3),
from ground water (58.8 million
m3), from produced water (1.4
million m3) and from third-party
suppliers (31.8 million m3).

— Total water discharged
through 2023 was (48.4 million
m3); our total water consumed
was (47.2 million m3).

— Quality of effluents treated
internally and discharged to the
environment.

— Water withdrawn in regions
with high or extremely high
baseline water stress (36.7%).
