Outcome of Step 1:

27 business operators sent a reply to the step 1 of the call for scientific and technical data on the permitted food additives sulphur 

dioxide/sulphites (E 200-228)



21 business operators explicitly expressed their interest that sulphur dioxide/sulphites (E 200-228) (4 respondents), sulphites (5 respondents) or 

individual food additives belonging to the group 'sulphur dioxide/sulphites' (12 respondents) remain permitted in the European Union.

21 business operators explicitly expressed their interest in submitting the requested data relevant for the assessment of the exposure to 

sulphur dioxide/sulphites (16 respondents) or toxicological data/ data on lowest achievable limits for impurities (5 respondents).
