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3.2. Implementation of the programme

3.2.1. Division of the territory of the Republic of Poland into the areas by the criterion of possible occurrence of the ASF virus

The risk area and the area under restrictions 

The area under restrictions and the risk area include the districts and parts of districts within the territory of the Republic of Poland listed in part II, paragraph 4 and part III paragraph 4, respectively, of the appendix to the implementing decision of the Commission 2014/709/EU of 9 October 2014 on the measures of control in the scope of animal health in relation to the African swine fever in certain Member States and repealing the implementing decision 2014/178/EU (Journal of Laws UE L 295 of 11.10.2014, p. 63, as amended), hereinafter referred to as the “decision 2014/709/EU”.

Protection area

The protection area included the districts and parts of districts within the territory of the Republic of Poland listed in part I paragraph 4 of the appendix to the decision 2014/709/EU, hereinafter referred to as the “protection area”.

3.2.2. Control of health condition of pigs and sampling within the areas determined pursuant to paragraph 3.2.1

The risk area and the area under restrictions 

Within the area under restrictions and the risk area the measures shall be implemented in the scope of combating the ASF in accordance with the provisions issued pursuant to Article1, Article 48a (3) and Article 61 of the Act of 11 March2004, on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases, and monitoring of health condition of pigs and wild boars. Under the programme, pig holders are obligated, including § 6 of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 15 February 2010, on the requirements and the procedure when holding livestock species for which standards were determined in provisions of the European Union (Journal of Laws, pos. 344, as amended), for daily controls of the health condition of pigs. Additionally, pursuant to § 18 (2) of the regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation to occurrence of the African swine fever (Journal of Laws, pos. 711, as amended), the pig holders are obligated to inform an official veterinarian about every case of a pig found dead in the farm. Pursuant to Article 42 of the Act of 11 March 2004, on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases, pig holders are obligated for immediate notification of the Veterinary Inspection body or the nearest entity providing services in the scope of veterinary medicine, or of the district or town mayor, or a city president about every case of the suspected occurrence of the ASF.

In connection with the ASF occurrence in the area under restrictions and the risk areas, the orders and bans are in place determined respectively in § 1 (1) and § 2 (1) of the regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever.

	Pursuant to § 2a of the regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 21 October 2010, on the veterinary requirements for meat production for own needs (Journal of Laws of 2016, pos. 885), in the case of introducing restrictions resulting from the Act of 11 March 2004, on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases,  slaughter in a farm under restrictions is acceptable, if this restriction was introduced in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever within the territory of the Republic of Poland, or the territory of another Member State of the European Union, or a third country, bordering the territory of the Republic of Poland, provided that the pigs were held in the farm for more than 30 days prior to the slaughter, and furthermore, when:

1)   the pigs will be subjected to the ante-mortem examination conducted in a manner as determined in part A of chapter IV section IV of the appendix I to regulation (EC) no. 854/2004 of the European Parliament and Council of 29 April 2004  laying down specific rules for the organisation of official controls on products of animal origin intended for human consumption (Journal of Laws UE L 139 of 30.04.2004, p. 206, as amended. - Journal of Laws EU Polish special edition, chapt. 3, t. 45, p. 75), hereinafter referred to as “regulation no 854/2004”;

2)   meat obtained from slaughter of the pigs shall be subjected to post-mortem examination.

In the case of slaughter of pigs for meat production for own needs, samples for laboratory tests for the ASF are collected by an official veterinarian, while conducting ante-mortem examination of pigs and post-mortem examination of meat of the pigs - in the case, when the slaughter is performed in a farm located within the Republic of Poland, referred to in part:

1) II of the appendix to the decision 2014/709/EU – if there is a suspicion of occurrence of the African swine fever;

2) III of the appendix to the decision 2014/709/EU – in every case.

During the ante and port-mortem examinations at a slaughter house, an official veterinarian pays attention to the changes characteristic for the ASF, and in the case of suspicion of the ASF - collects samples for laboratory tests for the ASF.

	Aside from the actions described above, in every case of notification of a Veterinary Inspection body by a pig holder about a pig found dead or about suspected occurrence of the ASF, the clinical tests of pigs are conducted with measuring of the internal body temperature or post-mortem examinations of pigs in the heard, and if necessary, samples are collected for laboratory tests for the ASF, in accordance with chapter 4 letter A of the appendix to the Decision of the European Commission 2003/422/EC of 26 May 2003, approving a Diagnostic Manual for the African swine fever (Journal of Laws UE L 143 of 11.06.2003 p. 35, - Journal of Laws EU Polish special edition, chapt. 3, t. 39, p. 59), hereinafter referred to as “decision 2003/422/EC”.

In the farms holding pigs, the District Veterinary Officer conducts an inspection twice a year, in regular time intervals (not shorter than 4 months), concerning the health condition of pigs along with a medical-veterinary interview and a clinical examination of pigs with a measurement of an internal body temperature, in accordance with chapter 4 letter A of the appendix to the decision 2003/422/EC, and a control of compliance with:

1) orders and bans, referred to in § 1 and § 2, respectively, of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever, and the obligation, referred to in § 18 (2) of the regulation, given that, in the case of:

a) confirmation of failure to comply with the orders and ban, referred to in § 1 (1) items 1 i 3–6 and § 2(1), and failure to comply with the obligation referred to in § 18(2) of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever, the District Veterinary Officer conducts an additional control of compliance with the orders and bans referred to above, control of health condition of pigs along with a medical-veterinary interview and clinical examination of pigs with a measurement of an internal body temperature,

b) moving pigs from farms not complying with the requirements as determined in § 4(2)(2) letter b of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever, located within the area under restriction or the risk area, outside the areas, the moved pigs shall be subjected to an examination referred to in § 4(2) (1) of the regulation; 

2) the requirements for bioassurance, referred to in paragraph 6 of the appendix to regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 3 April 2015 on introduction of the “Programme for bioassurance for prevention of spreading of the African swine fever” for 2015-2018 (Journal of Laws, pos. 517, as amended) - within the area as specified in § 1 of the regulation. 

In the case of failure to comply by the farm with the requirements, referred to in paragraph 6 of the appendix to regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 3 April 2015, on introduction of the “Programme for bioassurance for prevention of spreading of the African swine fever” for 2015-2018, the District Veterinary Officer shall make a decision, referred to in paragraph 8 of the appendix to this regulation. 

Within the area under restrictions and the risk area, an official veterinarian shall collect samples for laboratory tests for the ASF:

1) referred to § 18 (1) (2) of the regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation to occurrence of the African swine fever, in particular from pigs: 

a) found dead, where an infection with the ASF virus may not be ruled out, 

b) which show atypical clinical symptoms on the basis of which it is impossible to make a diagnosis, 

c) having: 

– symptoms of the disease along with a fever, or 

- fever and haemorrhagic syndrome symptoms; 

2)  from pigs, referred to in § 2a (2) of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 21 October 2010 on the veterinary requirements for meat production for own needs, when the slaughter of pigs is conducted in a farm located within the area of the Republic of Poland specified in part: 

a) II of the appendix to the decision 2014/709/EU – if there is a suspicion of occurrence of the African swine fever;

b)  III of the appendix to the decision 2014/709/EU – in every case.

The District Veterinary Officer shall collect samples for laboratory tests for the ASF, referred to in § 18(1) (1) of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015, on the measures undertaken in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever, from every wild boar found dead, including from the carcasses undergoing autolysis and the wild boars killed in traffic accidents, within the area under restrictions and the risk area, as well as from every wild boar shot within the area under regulations and the risk area, taken to a point of collection or a game handling establishment or other plant supervised by the Veterinary Inspection body, where carcasses and hides of wild boars may be stored.

In the case of wild boars shot, not showing any disease symptoms, it is acceptable to collect sample for laboratory tests for the ASF by the hunters who were trained using the guidelines and fliers provided by the District Veterinary Officer to the hunters and hunting clubs, in the manner as described in paragraph 3.6.     

Every carcass of a shot wild boar should be marked with a mark containing the subsequent number of the carcass, number of the hunting club, place and date of obtaining the carcass.

	The hunters, employees of the forest service and border guards and the persons
in contact with dead boars, are obligated to notify finding the carcasses to the bodies of the Veterinary Inspection. Within the area under restrictions and the risk area, the hunters shall pass a written information to the District Veterinary Officer concerning dates
of the planned huntings and the number of huntings in the determined period of time and about the dates for a sanitary shooting and the number of the sanitary shootings within the determined period of time.

	Every wild boar shot within the area under restrictions or the risk area shall be immediately provided to the locates in the area:

1) game collection point or game handling establishment, or

2) other plant supervised by the body of the Veterinary Inspection, where the carcasses and hides of wild boars may be stored.

For the hunted wild boars, provided to the point or the establishment, referred to above, the District Veterinary officer shall pay the leaseholder or the manager of the hunting zone or the director of the national park, in the event of huntings performed within the national park, or to any other entities performing huntings on the areas specified in the regulation of the District Veterinary Officer or the district head, the amount of:

· gross PLN 650 for sub-adult wild boar females and adult wild boar females;

· gross PLN 300 for any other wild boars.  

The above amount includes, in particular, the lump-sum costs of:

1) hunting and bioassurance of the hunter during the hunt;

2) sampling, transport of the hunted wild boars and the hunter’s travel - to the area under restrictions and the risk area;

3) keeping wild boars in the refrigerated containers;

4) disposal of non-edible guts of the wild boar.

The Veterinary Inspection shall co-finance disposal of the carcasses of the wild boars in the full amount of the costs sustained, along with all the body parts of wild boars, which will not be managed by the hunters and the carcasses of the wild boars with a positive result of the laboratory tests and the carcasses stored with them in a refrigerated container, including the transport to an enterprise or a plant, as defined by Article 24 of Regulation of the European Parliament and the Council (EC) no. 1069/2009 of 21 October 2009 laying down health rules as regards animal by-products not intended for human consumption and repealing Regulation (EC) no. 1774/2002 (regulation on the animal by-products) (Journal of Laws UE L 300 of 14.11.2009, p. 1, as amended), hereinafter referred to as the “Regulation no. 1069/2009”.

Refund of costs for the sanitary shooting of wild boars within the area under restrictions and the risk area was described in chapter 3.7 of the programme.

	At the points and the establishments, referred to above, the carcasses, body parts and hides of wild boars shall be stored in a manner preventing the direct contact of the not examined carcasses, body parts and hides of wild boars with raw materials and other items, which may cause spreading the ASF virus.

	The District Veterinary Officer shall conduct examination of the carcass, paying attention to any pathological symptoms, which may indicate infection with the ASF virus.

	In accordance with Regulation no. 1069/2009: 

1) all found carcasses of wild boars, 

2) all carcasses along with all body parts of the shot wild boars, including hairs and hide, which obtained a positive result of the laboratory test for the ASF,

3) edible and inedible guts and other body parts of the shot diseased wild boar

- within the area under restrictions and the risk area shall be qualified as category 1 material and are subject to disposal and processing, pursuant to Article 12 of Regulation no. 1069/2009 or, in accordance with the deviation envisaged in Article 19 of Regulation no. 1069/2009. 

The inedible guts of the wild boar shot in the area under restrictions or the risk area shall be qualified as the category 2 material and are to be removed and processed pursuant to Article 13 of Regulation no. 1069/2009.

Carcasses of the wild boars shot within the area under restrictions and the risk area, without the inedible guts, which obtained a negative result in the laboratory test for the ASF, and which are not meant for human consumption, are qualified as category 3 material and are to be removed and processes pursuant to Article 14 of Regulation no. 1069/2009.

In the event of sending the animal by-products from pigs originating from the risk area outside the risk area, the § 10 of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever shall apply.

Leaseholders, managers of hunting zones and directors of national parks shall periodically, not less frequent than once a quarter, control reliability of hunters’ documentation of conducting huntings for wild boars within the risk area and the area under restrictions. They shall immediately notify the District Veterinary Officer about observation of any irregularities in this scope. 

The District Veterinary officer, shall, if possible, verify, not less frequently than once a quarter, the number of the hunted wild boars reported by the hunters with the actual number of carcasses of the animals at the points of collection and other places of their temporary storage.

Protection area 

Within the protection area the measures shall be implemented in the scope of combating the ASF in accordance with the provisions issued pursuant to Article1, Article 48a (3) and Article 61 of the Act of 11 March2004, on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases, and monitoring of health condition of pigs and wild boars. Under the programme, pig holders are obligated, including § 6 of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 15 February 2010, on the requirements and the procedure when holding livestock species for which standards were determined in provisions of the European Union (Journal of Laws, pos. 344, as amended), for daily controls of the health condition of pigs. Additionally, pursuant to § 18 (2) of the regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation to occurrence of the African swine fever, holders of pigs shall be obligated to inform an official veterinarian about any case of a pig found dead at the farm. Pursuant to Article 42 of the Act of 11 March 2004, on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases, pig holders are obligated for immediate notification of the Veterinary Inspection body or the nearest entity providing services in the scope of veterinary medicine, or of the district or town mayor, or a city president about every case of the suspected occurrence of the ASF 

	The orders and bans, referred to in § 1(1) of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever, and the orders referred to in § 2 (1) of the regulation shall apply within the protection area.	

	Pursuant to § 2a of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 21 October 2010 on the veterinary requirements for meat production for own needs in the case of introducing restrictions resulting from the Act of 11 March 2004, on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases,  slaughter in a farm under restrictions is acceptable, if this restriction was introduced in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever within the territory of the Republic of Poland, or the territory of another Member State of the European Union, or a third country, bordering the territory of the Republic of Poland, provided that the pigs were held in the farm for more than 30 days prior to the slaughter, and furthermore, when:

1)   the pigs will be subjected to ante-mortem examination of pigs conducted in the manner as stipulated in part A of chapter IV section IV of appendix I to regulation 854/2004;

2)   meat obtained from slaughter of the pigs shall be subjected to post-mortem examination.

 	Samples for the laboratory tests for the ASF are collected during conducting ante-mortem examination of pigs or the post-mortem examination of meat of the pigs - in case, there is a suspicion of the ASF occurrence.

	During the ante and port-mortem examinations at a slaughter house, a veterinarian pays attention to the changes characteristic for the ASF, and in the case of suspicion of the ASF, he collects samples for laboratory tests for the ASF.

	Aside from the actions described above, in every case of notification of a Veterinary Inspection body by a pig holder about a pig found dead or about suspected occurrence of the ASF, the clinical tests of pigs are conducted with measuring of the internal body temperature or post-mortem examinations of pigs in the heard, and if necessary, samples are collected for laboratory tests for the ASF.

	Within the protection area, the District Veterinary Officer shall conduct, twice a year, in regular time intervals not shorter than 4 months, an inspection concerning compliance with the orders and bans referred to in § 1 and § 2, respectively, and the obligation, referred to in § 18 (2) of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation with the occurrence of the African swine fever, a control of health condition of pigs along with medical- veterinary interview and a clinical examination of the pigs with measuring of the internal body temperature. The clinic examination of pigs is conducted pursuant to chapter 4 Letter A od the appendix to the decision 2003/422/EC. In the case of confirmation of failure to comply with the orders and ban, referred to in § 1 (1) items 1 and 3–6 and § 2(1), and failure to comply with the obligation referred to in § 18(2) of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever, the District Veterinary Officer conducts an additional control of compliance with the orders and bans referred to above, control of health condition of pigs along with a medical-veterinary interview and clinical examination of pigs with a measurement of an internal body temperature,

	In the case of moving pigs from farms located within the protection area, not complying with the requirements stipulated in § 4(2)(4) of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever, to another Member State of the European Union or a third country, the pigs shall be subjected to an examination referred to in § 8(2) (3) of the regulation;

From every district or its part located within the protection area, an official veterinarian shall collect samples for laboratory tests for the ASF:

1) referred to § 18 (1) (2) of the regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on the measures undertaken in relation to occurrence of the African swine fever, in particular from pigs:

a) found dead, where an infection with the ASF virus may not be ruled out,

b) showing atypical clinical symptoms on the basis of which it is impossible to make a diagnosis,

c) having:

– symptoms of the disease along with a fever, or

- fever and haemorrhagic syndrome symptoms;  

2) from pigs, referred to in § 2a of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 21 October 2010 on the veterinary requirements for meat production for own needs, when there is a suspicion of occurrence of the ASF.

	The District Veterinary Officer shall collect samples for laboratory tests for the ASF, referred to in § 18(1) (1) of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015, on the measures undertaken in relation with occurrence of the African swine fever, from every wild boar found dead, including from the carcasses undergoing autolysis and the wild boars killed in traffic accidents, within the protection area, as well as from every wild boar shot, taken to a point of collection or a game handling establishment or other plant supervised by the Veterinary Inspection body, where carcasses and hides of wild boars may be stored.

	In the case of wild boars shot, not showing any disease symptoms, it is acceptable to collect sample for laboratory tests for the ASF by the hunters who were trained using the guidelines and fliers provided by the District Veterinary Officer to the hunters and hunting clubs, in the manner as described in paragraph 3.6.    

	Every carcass of a shot wild boar should be marked with a mark containing the subsequent number of the carcass, number of the hunting club, place and date of obtaining the carcass.

	The hunters, employees of the forest service and border guards and the persons in contact with dead boars, are obligated to notify finding the carcasses to the bodies of the Veterinary Inspection. 

	Every wild boar shot within the protection area shall be immediately provided to the locates in the area:

1) game collection point or game handling establishment, or

2) other plant supervised by the body of the Veterinary Inspection, where the carcasses and hides of wild boars may be stored.

For the hunted wild boars, taken to the point or the establishment, referred to above, the District Veterinary officer shall pay the leaseholder or the manager of the hunting zone or the director of the national park, in the event of huntings performed within the national park, the amount of:

· gross PLN 650 for sub-adult wild boar females and wild boar females older than sub-adults;

· gross PLN 300 for any other wild boars.

The above amount includes, in particular, the lump-sum costs of:

1) hunting and bioassurance of the hunter during the hunt;

2) sampling, transport of the hunted wild boars and the hunter’s travel - to the protection;

3) keeping wild boars’ carcasses in the refrigerated containers;

4) disposal of the wild boar carcasses, along with all body parts of the shot wild boars, which shall not be managed by the hunters, with exception of the wild boar carcasses with a positive result of the laboratory tests and the carcasses stored with them in a refrigerated container, including transport to the enterprise or the plant as defined by Article 24 of regulation 1069/2009. 

At the points and the establishments, referred to above, the carcasses, body parts and hides of wild boars shall be stored in a manner preventing the direct contact of the not examined carcasses, body parts and hides of wild boars with raw materials and other items, which may cause spreading the ASF virus.

	The District Veterinary Officer shall conduct examination of the carcass, paying attention to any pathological symptoms, which may indicate infection with the ASF virus.	

	In accordance with Regulation no. 1069/2009:

1)	 all found carcasses of wild boars, 

2 ) all carcasses along with all body parts of the shot wild boars, including hairs and hide, which obtained a positive result of the laboratory test for the ASF,

3)	 edible and inedible guts and other body parts of the shot diseased wild boar 

- within the protection area shall be qualified as category 1 material and are subject to disposal and processing, pursuant to Article 12 of Regulation no. 1069/2009 or, in accordance with the deviation envisaged in Article 19 of Regulation no. 1069/2009. 

The inedible guts of the wild boar shot in the protection area, which obtained a negative result of the laboratory tests, shall be qualified as the category 2 material and are to be removed and processed pursuant to Article 13 of Regulation no. 1069/2009.

 	Carcasses of the wild boars shot within the protection area, without the inedible guts, which obtained a negative result in the laboratory test for the ASF, and which are not meant for human consumption, are qualified as category 3 material and are to be removed and processes pursuant to Article 14 of Regulation no. 1069/2009.

Leaseholders, managers of hunting zones shall periodically, not less frequent than once a quarter, control reliability of hunters’ documentation of conducting huntings for wild boars within the protection area. They shall immediately notify the District Veterinary Officer about observation of any irregularities in this scope. 

The District Veterinary officer, shall, if possible, verify, not less frequently than once a quarter, the number of the hunted wild boars reported by the hunters with the actual number of carcasses of the animals at the points of collection and other places of their temporary storage.

WAMTA area

WAMTA area constitutes the territory of the Republic of Poland, including the communed, which:

· as a whole or in part are located within the area up to 100km from the border of the Republic of Poland with Kaliningrad Oblast, Lithuania, Belarus and Ukraine, with exception of the communes located within the area under restriction, the risk area or the protection area, and

· as a whole or in part are located within the area up to 100 km from the external border of the area under restrictions or the risk area, with exception of the communes located within the protection area.

The graphic representation of the WAMTA area is posted on the website of the General Veterinary Inspectorate, at www.wetgiw.gov.pl.

For the wild boars hunted within the WAMTA area, the District Veterinary officer shall pay the leaseholder or the manager of the hunting zone or the director of the national park, in the event of huntings performed within the national park, the amount of:

· gross PLN 650 for sub-adult wild boar females and wild boar females older than sub-adults;

· gross PLN 300 for any other wild boars.

The above amount includes, in particular, the lump-sum costs of:

1) hunting and bioassurance of the hunter during the hunt

2) collecting samples for the laboratory tests from wild boars showing symptoms of the disease before shooting;

3) disposal of the wild boars carcasses, referred to in item 2), along with all body parts of the shot wild boars, including transport to the enterprise or the plant as defined in Article 24 of regulation no. 1069/2009.

Leaseholders, managers of hunting zones and directors of national parks shall, not less frequently than once a quarter, control reliability of hunters’ documentation of conducting huntings for wild boars within the WAMTA area. They shall immediately notify the District Veterinary Officer about observation of any irregularities in this scope. 

The District Veterinary officer, shall, if possible, verify, not less frequently than once a quarter, the number of the hunted wild boars reported by the hunters with the actual number of carcasses of the animals at the points of collection and other places of their temporary storage.

The area encompassing the territory of the Republic of Poland, located outside the risk area, the area under restrictions or the protection area

Within the territory of the Republic of Poland located outside the area under restriction, the risk area or the protection area, the samples for laboratory tests for the ASF are collected by the District Veterinary Officer in the following cases:

- from pigs - following a notification on a suspected occurrence of the African swine fever in a farm, pursuant to Article 42 of the Act of 11 March 2004, on protection of  animal health and combating animal infectious diseases, given that the farm should be considered as suspected in the cases as stipulated in chapter III of the appendix to the Commission Decision 2003/422/EC of 26 May 2003 approving a Diagnostic Manual for the African swine fever (Journal of Laws UJE L 143 of 11.06.2003, p. 35), in order to confirm or rule out the ASF in the farm, the samples for laboratory tests are collected in accordance with the rules as stipulated in chapter IV A of the appendix to this decision,

- from every wild boar found dead, including from carcasses undergoing autolysis and from wild boars killed in traffic accidents and from every shot wild boar showing symptoms of the disease. 

In the case of suspected occurrence of the ASF, the provisions of §3 (1) of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 on combating the African swine fever shall apply (Journal of Laws pos. 754).

3.2.3.  Types of samples collected for laboratory tests for the ASF, sending samples for laboratory tests for the ASF and conducting laboratory tests

The type of samples collected for laboratory tests for the ASF from live, dead or slaughters pigs and found dead or shot wild boars, as well as from caught wild boars is stipulated in chapter V letter B of the appendix to Decision 2003/422/EC.

 Blood samples are taken for laboratory tests for the ASF from live pigs and shot wild boars, from the found dead or slaughtered pigs and found dead wild boars - tonsils, lymph nodes (gastric, hepatic, submandibular, retropharyngeal), spleen, kidneys, lung tissue, and if possible - blood. In the case of wild boar carcasses undergoing autolysis a long bone or sternum is collected for laboratory tests for the ASF. 

The samples collected from live, found dead or slaughtered pigs are examined with the qRT – PCR method, and when the result of such examination is positive, additional examinations is conducted with the ELISA method. Within the risk area, the area under restrictions and the protection area, in the case when there is as suspicion that a pig chronically infected with the ASF virus is in the herd, the samples are examined with the ELISA method.  The samples collected in the ASF outbreak determined in accordance with § 4 (1), the samples collected at the contact farms pursuant to § 6 (2) and samples collected in accordance with § 10(1) (2) and § 12 (4) (2) of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 6 May 2015 r. on combating the African swine fever are examined with the qRT – PCR and ELISA methods. 

Within the risk area, the protection area and the area under restrictions the samples collected from wild boars found dead or shot are examined with the qRT – PCR method and - if it is possible to collect samples for laboratory tests for the ASF - with the ELISA method.

Within the territory of the Republic of Poland located outside the risk area, the area under restrictions and the protection area, the wild game found dead or shot diseased wild game is examined with the qRT – PCR method.

The samples collected from the caught wild boars are examined with the qRT – PCR method and the ELISA method.

In the case of suspected obtaining of falsely positive or obtaining a doubtful test result with the ELISA method, serological tests are conducted with the IB or IPT method. 

All laboratory tests for the ASF conducted under the programme are conducted in laboratories appointed by the Chief Veterinary Officer, in accordance with Article 25 (3) and (5) of the Act of 29 January on Veterinary Inspection (Journal of Laws of 2016, pos. 1077, as amended).

3.2.4. Other actions undertaken in relation with the hazard of occurrence or occurrence of the ASF in wild boars

1. After confirmation of the ASF in wild boars, the District Veterinary Officer orders the measures for combating of the ASF, in accordance with the provisions on combating the African swine fever issued pursuant to Article 47 (1), Article 48a (3) and Article 61 of the Act of 11 March 2004 on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases.

2. At the farms located in the designated area within 10 km radius from the confirmed ASF case, the District Veterinary Officer may: 

1) conduct clinical examination of pigs;

2) conduct individual marking of pigs; 

3) collect samples for laboratory tests for the ASF;

4) order slaughter of or killing pigs, pursuant to Article 44 of the Act of 11 March 2004 on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases, after conducting the risk analysis including, in particular:

a) epizootic situation, in particular occurrence of the ASF in wild boars,

b) density of the wild boar population on the given area,

c) level of bioassurance of the farm.

3. In the case of hazard of occurrence or occurrence of the ASF in wild boars, the District Veterinary Officer may:

a) order search for dread wind boars;

b) order sanitary shooting of wild boars;

c) order catching of wild boars, which then will be subject to killing.

3.3. Strengthening of the bioassurance measures at road-crossing points with Russian Federation, Belarus and Ukraine

The following bioassurance measures are undertaken at the road-crossing points on the border with Russian Federation, Belarus and Ukraine:

1) placement of disinfection mats, and maintenance of the mats in the state
assuring effectiveness of the disinfectant; 

2) cleaning and disinfection of the means of transport meant for transport of animals entering the territory of the Republic of Poland, in accordance with the Implementing Decision of the Commission 2013/426/EC of 5 August 2013 on the measures to prevent the transmission of the African swine fever virus to the Union from certain third countries or parts of the territories of the third countries, where the presence of the ASF has been confirmed, and repealing the Decision 2011/78/EU (Journal of Laws UE L 211 of 07.04.2004, p. 5, as amended).

3.4. Purchase of refrigerated containers for storage of carcasses of the shot wild boars and purchase of hook scales

Under the programme the purchase of the following items shall be made:

· 100 refrigerated containers for storage of the carcasses of the shot wild boars, which are stores in the aforementioned containers until obtaining the results of the laboratory tests for the ASF; the location of the refrigerated containers is determined by the leaseholder or manager of the hunting zone in cooperation with the District Veterinary Officer;

· 50 hook scales for weighting wild boars carcasses.

3.5. Financing of operation of 5 catch rooms for wild boars, which will then be subject to killing

Under the 2019 programme, catching of wild boars shall be conducted via
5 catch rooms, in accordance with the authorisation of the minister competent for environmental issues, referred to in Article 44 (3) of the Act of 13 October 1995 - Hunting Law (Journal of Laws of 2015, pos. 2168, as amended). 

Catching wild boars will be conducted for the purpose of:

1)  killing herds of wild boars; killed boars will be subject to laboratory tests for the ASF, in the manner as described in paragraph 3.2.3; 

2) verification of the volume of migration of wild boars from the territory of Belarus and their possible infection with the ASF virus;

3) assessment of spreading of the ASF virus within the heads of wild boars.  

3.6. Conducting information campaign by the Veterinary Inspection 

1. Under implementation of the programme the following leaflets shall be published:

1) for farmers and entities conducting supervised activities, related to production of food of animal origin and fodder, containing the following information about: 

a) the ASF and its symptoms,

b) the way of spreading of the ASF,

c) the manner of proceeding of the animal holder in relation with the suspected occurrence or occurrence of the ASF,

d) compensations for pigs slaughtered, killed or found dead as a result of application of the treatment ordered by the bodies of the Veterinary Inspection,

e) rules of bioassurance,

f) ban on feeding pigs with catering waste,

g) disposal of pig carcasses and rules of conducting cleaning and disinfection in the farms;

2) For hunters - containing the information about:

a) the ASF and its symptoms, 

b) the way of proceeding with the carcass of a wild boar after hunting of sanitary shooting, including sampling for laboratory tests for the ASF from shot wild boars not showing any symptoms of the disease,

c) securing the means of transport for the shot wild boars in a manner minimising the risk of spreading the ASF virus. 

Distribution of the leaflets shall be performed via the bodies of the Veterinary Inspection. The leaflets shall be distributed within the territory of the Republic of Poland during inspections of the entities conducting supervised activities related to production of food of animal origin and fodder and pig holders (under, among others, visits in the herds where pigs are being held). Additionally, the leaflets are distributed among hunters, hunting clubs, village and commune heads, town mayors and city presidents.  The information on the hazard are also transmitted through the media in the form of, among others: information programmes, providing information about the ASF and its possible ways of spreading and the information about the procedure in the case of a suspected occurrence or occurrence of the ASF, bioassurance in the farm, ban on feeding pigs with catering waste, on proper managing of pig carcasses and handling carcasses of shot wild boars and rules for hunting and sanitary shooting.

2. Under the programme, the Veterinary Inspection conducts information campaign for:

a) the entities conducting supervised activities related with production of food of animal origin and fodder, farmers and hunters and other services and inspectorates;

b) the entities providing services of passenger transport, including airport and marine port operators and for tour operators and the entities providing postal and courier services.

	The purpose of the information campaign is the transfer of knowledge about the ASF. The theme of the information campaign shall include, among others: symptoms of the ASF, reporting suspected occurrence of the ASF, procedure after reporting the suspected occurrence of the ASF, rules for compensation payment, rules of bioassurance in a farm and rules of proceedings for hunters participating in hunting, aimed at preventing spreading of the ASF virus, the information on ban on feeding pigs with catering waste and on proper managing of the carcasses of the pigs found dead, rules for importing the food containing products of animal origin into the territory of the Republic of Poland. 

The information campaign shall be implemented, in particular, through:

- distribution of information on hazards and ways of spreading of the ASF virus;

- cooperation with the media in terms of the ASF-related subjects;

- publication of the information on the websites of the Veterinary Inspection.

3.7. Sanitary shooting of wild boars

Pursuant to Article 45 (1) (8), Article 46 (3) (8) of the Act of 11 March 2004, on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases, the District Veterinary Officer or the voivode shall order the leaseholders or managers of hunting zones to conduct sanitary shooting of wild boars. 

Pursuant to Article 47a (1) of the Act of 11 March 2004 on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases, within the areas covered by the forms of nature protection, referred to in Article 6 (1) of the Act of 16 April 2004 on the nature conservation (Journal of Laws of 2016, item 2134, as amended) or buffer zones, as defined by the Act, the District Veterinary Officer or the voivode shall order the Polish Hunting Association to conduct sanitary shooting of wild boars.

In accordance with Article 47 (1) of the Act of 11 March 2004 on protection of animal health and combating animal infectious diseases, the minister competent for agriculture may order sanitary shooting on the whole or on a part of the county’s territory.

The amounts paid for a wild boar shot under the sanitary shooting are stipulated in § 2 of regulation of the Minister of Agriculture and Rural Development of 16 December 2016 on the amount of a lump sum for conducting a sanitary shooting of wild boars (Journal of Laws, 2172, as amended).

Leaseholders, managers of hunting zones and directors of national parks shall periodically, not less frequently than once a quarter, control reliability of hunters’ documentation of conducting sanitary huntings for wild boars within the protection area, the risk area, the area under restrictions and the WAMTA area. They shall immediately notify the District Veterinary Officer about observation of any irregularities in this scope. 

The District Veterinary officer, shall, if possible, verify, not less frequently than once a quarter, the number of the wild boars shot under sanitary shooting reported by the hunters with the actual number of carcasses of the animals at the points of collection and other places of their temporary storage on the protection area, the risk area and the area under restrictions.

3.8.  Reporting the carcasses of the wild boars found dead

Within the territory of the Republic of Poland, hunters and the employees of forest services may conduct searches for wild boars found dead. In the case of reporting to the bodies of the Veterinary Inspection finding a carcass of a wild boar other than a wild boar killed in a traffic accident, from which collecting samples for laboratory tests is possible, the District Veterinary Officer shall pay the following amount to the leaseholder, manager of the hunting zone or director of the national park or manager of the urban forests:

· gross PLN 200 for any found carcasses of a wild boar in the protection area, the area under restriction and the risk area. 

· gross PLN 100 on another area within the country.

The person making the report shall personally indicate the place, where the wild boar carcass is located and provides the information allowing to find it.

3.9 Safe removal of carcasses of wild boars found dead

Within the territory of Poland the carcasses of wild boars found dead must be safely removed. The District Veterinary Officer may co-finance safe removal of carcasses of wild boars found dead within the protection area, the area under restrictions and the risk area. The co-financing amounts to gross PLN 170.00 per one wild boar found dead. The above amount includes travel to the place of finding, loading, transport to the designated place and disposal of the carcass.

In the case of not finding wild boar carcasses in the place of their active search by the entities providing disposal services, a refund of travel costs shall be made.

3.10 Ban on feeding wild boars

	Ban on feeding wild boars is in place for the whole territory of Poland.

3.11 Funds for catching, killing, transport and disposal of carcases of wild boars

In the case of issuing the order for catching, then killing, transport and disposal of carcasses of wild boars, the District Veterinary Officer shall pay the contractor the amount of gross PLN 700 per a wild boar, regardless of sex or body mass of an animal.
