Type of act

Based on new scientific evidence, EU rules on animal welfare during transport will be replaced
with a new regulation to improve the welfare of animals and ensure fair competition for businesses.

New measures will target in particular:

« fitness for transport

« watering & feeding intervals

« Journey times & resting periods
» space allowance

« means of transport

« transport conditions

» exports to non-EU countries.

The regulation will simplify current rules and contribute to a sustainable food system.

Associations are concerned about increased administrative burden if they are to request and obtain transport authorizations  Transports being carried out by amateurs and not by companies.

•	Imports and exports
(notes: calls for ban on exports, especially “high risk” countries, control posts in third countries)
•	Sanctions 
(notes: some call for more strict provisions – more serious infringements; others have reservations about these new provisions)
•	Transitional periods
(too short/too long)
•	Annexes
(more technical, but some important issues for example:
o	80% gestation;
o	Space allowances
o	Electric shocks
o	Feeding birds during transport
o	Minimum vertical height for cattle
o	Journey time for day old chicks
o	Suggestions on journey log
