Purpose of the farm controls

— Inspect if compulsory biosecurity measures are

implemented correctly (feed, biosecurity plan,
disinfection barrier etc)

16 farms received precept, mainly because of disinfection
barrier and efficiency

After the follow-up inspection all pig farms complied with
requirements from the law.
