During routine annual testing of OF 

herd - 1 young ram was found positive 

on RBT and CFT. The ram was culled 

and samples were taken for 

bacteriological examination. B. 

melitensis was isolated.  

All other animals from the herd were 

tested negative. The herd was not 

depopulated due to only one positive 

ram. Second testing is performed 3 

months later and all animals are tested 

negative.
