Outbreak in Zoo Cologne/Kölner Zoo  (confined establishment) 

Captive birds in Zoo Cologne: 1501

Confirmation in a certain area (pond) of the zoo in two turkeys “wild type”, 
both died. Two more birds (ducks) were found dead. Two more ducks and one 
geese showed clinical signs (central nervous symptoms), were euthanized 
and found positive for H5N1.

Epidemiological investigations: Entry about wild birds is most likely, as the pond is also visited by wild birds.

The local competent authority has applied CDR (EU) 2020/687, Article 13 (2) (a) and (d) (derogation from 
killing) and Article 21 (3) (a) (derogation from establishment of restriction zones) .

The preliminary cleaning and disinfection has been completed. The Zoo was closed five days for visitors.

Three contact establishments (Frankfurt Zoo, Stuttgart Zoo and private pigeon keeper in Cologne): all negative
