The EUMS suggest replacing in paragraphs 7 and 54 'food contact substances with ‘food

contact materials.

The EUMS support the proposed draft revision of the code of practice and consider that is
ready for final adoption by the CAC44 (2021).

The EUMS agree to recommend the Codex Committee on Food Additives (CCFA) to request
JECFA:

-to review the lead specifications for diatomaceous earth and charcoal;

-to evaluate bentonite to determine if available data support the development of a lead
specification.
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
