66/399/EEC, 76/894/EEC and 2009/470/EC?, and in particular Article 36 (1) and (2) thereof,

to adopt the work programme for 2017/2018.

Article1
The work programme

The work programme for the implementation of survey programmes for pests for 2017-2018,
as set out in the Annexes, is adopted.

Article 2
Contents of the work programme

The work programmes referred to in Article 1 sets out the operational objectives pursued,
which are in accordance with the general and specific objectives laid down in Article 2 of
Regulation (EU) No 652/2014. It contains the priorities for 2017-2018, the indicative
percentage allocated to them, the expected results, the evauation criteria, an indicative
implementation timetable, the funding rate, the eligibility and the award criteria and the
indicative list of eligible measures and costs, in accordance with Article 36 of Regulation
(EVU) No 652/2014.
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Article 3
Entry into force

This Decision shall enter into force after the adoption of the draft budget 2017 by the
Commission.
