The subgroup has produced a number of relevant
documents on “exports of cattle” and on “extreme temperatures” and
the Platform invites its members to disseminate the recommendations
of the documents and take actions in line with the documents and
proposals.

The Platform invites
the EU Reference Centre on animal welfare for pigs to consider the
document “Indicators for tail biting risks relating to compliance criteria
on health, dietary factors and space and competition” within the
framework of its Work Programme for the future. The Platform invites its
members to use this proposal, to develop it further in their research
frameworks, and in proposals to strengthen official controls using animal
welfare indicators. In relation to the document “Measuring tail damage
at the slaughterhouse and setting common thresholds” produced by the
subgroup, the platform acknowledges the principle but dialogue on the
technical details is necessary before recommending its dissemination

and use.
