Release 6.3.5 of IMSOC (including ADIS) 
was released on 30 March 2022
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• 11 Eradication Programmes were created  now for MS to fill in (Art 7 of Reg

2020/2002)

• NB: only those 11 eradication programmes approved before the AHL need to be reported 

on under Article 7 this year, and that the rest will be introduced in the system after 1 May

• Note the legal deadline of 30/4/2022 (for both Art 4 and 7 of Reg 2020/2002)

so that MSs signal the following: “For all category A diseases as identified in 

Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2018/1882 , indication if the 

outbreak occurred in a location already subject to restriction for the same 

disease based on Articles 64, 70, 71, 257, 258 or 259 of Regulation (EU) 

2016/429”

date of preliminary C&D is only for cat A diseases in kept animals: “Date of

Regulation (EU) 2018/1882”
