	The concern relates to which prioritisation criterion/criteria (Specific statement of concern)
The toxicological profile of the active substance was investigated under the Peer Review and data were sufficient to conclude on an ADI value of 0.01 mg/Kg bw/day and an ARfD of 0.5 mg/Kg bw/day.

Parent buprofezin was shown to be the major constituent of the residues, accounting for 47 to 89 % of the TRR, with minor additional metabolites (BF-09, BF-12 and BF-026).

However, under  standard  hydrolysis  conditions  simulating  pasteurisation, boiling  and  sterilisation,  buprofezin was significantly degraded to aniline (up to 19% AR).The potential exposure to aniline as a residue should be considered a priori as a concern since a threshold for a genotoxic carcinogen cannot be assumed.
The European Union is in the process of deleting buprofezin MRLs.
