Preparedness activities and awareness campaigns.

Trans-boundary collaboration between countries even without the
disease. Examples and protocol of cooperation should be shared.

Surveillance of dead wild boar and carcass removal - most efficient
too for early detection.

Long-term management solutions for wild boar populations,
including appropriate reduction.

Any dispatch of live wild boar must be banned because of the high
risk for transmitting the disease.
