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1. INTRODUCTION 

This paper sets out the Food and Veterinary Office’s (FVO) inspection programme for the 
second half of 2005.  It updates the outline presented in the initial annual programme 
(DG(SANCO)/660108/2004) and introduces a detailed inspection programme for July to 
December 2005.  

There is always a degree of uncertainty attached to any FVO inspection plan.  Of necessity, it 
must remain flexible to enable it to respond to emergencies and unforeseen circumstances (e.g. 
suspected irregularities, infringement procedures).  As in previous years, adjustments to the plan 
will be required as the year progresses.  Inspections in response to emergencies can only be made 
by cancelling or postponing planned missions.  
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2. BALANCE OF INSPECTIONS ON FOOD SAFETY, ANIMAL HEALTH, ANIMAL 

WELFARE AND PLANT HEALTH  

A total of 118 inspections are planned for the second half of 2005. Inspections in the food safety 
area make up the majority of the programme. Following the “farm to fork” approach outlined in 
the White Paper on Food Safety, a large number of food safety inspections also cover animal 
health and welfare elements.
