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1. ANALYSIS OF THE MAJOR DEFICIENCIES DETECTED DURING THE NON-
DISCRIMINATORY INSPECTIONS

For the purpose of this annual report, the following have been considered to be major
deficiencies:

Major deficiencies detected in relation to long journeys

Due to the short distances in the area which is under the effective control of the Government of the
Republic of Cyprus, long journeys of animals do not take place within Cyprus.

The most important deficiencies detected had to do with means of transport, watering and feeding,
journey times, resting periods and documentation. The species concerned were sheep and poultry
(pullets and day-old chicks) coming from other Member States (MSs). Means of transport, drivers,
attendants and transporters concerned were either authorized/approved by other MSs or lacked
authorization/approval. Actions taken included written recommendations to the persons concerned as
well as the notification of Competent Authorities of MSs.

Major deficiencies detected in relation to short journeys

The deficiencies detected regarding short journeys are mainly issues related to construction or
maintenance of the transport vehicles (e.g. lack or poor maintenance of ramps, partitions, floors, roofs,
etc).

Furthermore, after the closure of an ungulate slaughterhouse, more transporters have to obtain a type 1
authorization, since the distance of transport of animals to other slaughterhouses in many cases now
exceeds the limit of 65 km and persons who previously did not need an authorization now have to obtain
one.

2. ACTION PLAN TO ADDRESS THE DEFICIENCIES DESCRIBED UNDER
POINT 1.

The Veterinary Services will continue to carry out inspections on transport of animals and take
necessary actions whenever deemed necessary.

Furthermore the Veterinary Services will work towards the authorization of the persons which have to
obtain a type 1 authorization as mentioned in point 1.
