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• The use of former foodstuffs/by-products to produce animal feed is very high 

in the food use hierarchy

• Sustainability is important, but safety is a prerequisite! 

• Feed ban of 2001 following the bovine spongiform encephalopathy (BSE) 

crisis

• Any changes to current bans need to be preceded by risk assessments by the 

European Food Safety Authority to ensure that risks for the food chain are 

negligible

• Commission Notice — Guidelines for the feed use of food no longer intended 

for human consumption (C/2018/2035)

farmed animals, other than fur animals, of certain Category 3 material referred to Article 10(f) of Regulation 

(EC) No 1069/2009)  => only some C3 142/2011of European origin, produced in EU plants,that

have undergone processing as defined in Article 2(1)(m) of Regulation (EC) No 852/2004 or 

in accordance with Reg : 

• milk, milk-based products, milk-derived products,

• eggs, egg products,

• honey,

• rendered fats,

• collagen,

• gelatine
